	LO: To talk about a place that is special to me. To know what worship is. To name and talk about some examples of places of worship. To can discuss how a place of worship is a special place to religious believers. 

What Is Special to You?   Discuss how places can be special to people, either individuals or groups of people with similar experiences, interests or beliefs.
Display the images of worship.  Can children identify what is happening in the pictures?  Define worship as acting in a way that shows great respect or love to someone or something. Explain that within religions, people often worship a god or gods.  Show some examples of people getting together. Ask children to identify whether they are examples of worship or not. Discuss each statement briefly to address any misconceptions if or as they occur, ensuring children are able to understand what worship is.

What Is a Place of Worship? Sort children into groups of three to four. Give each group a set of differentiated Places of Worship Word Sorting Cards. In their groups, children discuss the words and/or pictures shown. Can they sort the words into those which are linked to places of worship and those which aren’t? Children then use the words to create a definition of what they think a place of worship is.

Share the definition of what a place of worship is. You might like to discuss if any of the children’s definitions were similar or different and why this might be.

	LO: To discuss key parts of a Jewish synagogue.

Can children remember, from the previous lesson, what a place of worship is? Use their ideas to complete the stem sentence ‘a place of worship is…’ and remind children that a place of worship is a place which is special to religious believers for spiritual or religious reasons, and is a place where religious believers meet to pray, worship, learn about their religion and spend time together as a community.

Discuss the key beliefs of the Jewish faith. Ensure that children understand that the sacredness of God is central to the Jewish faith and that following the rules of their faith is important to a Jewish believer.
Ask children to use what they now know about Jewish beliefs to predict what they might see in a synagogue.

Introduce the key parts, and objects, that can be found in a Jewish synagogue using the images and explanations on the Lesson powerpoint. Discuss each object and how it relates to key Jewish beliefs. 

Follow up - Children will demonstrate their understanding of the different parts of a synagogue by completing the differentiated Parts of a Synagogue Matching Activity Sheet.

Plenery - Read each set of clues on the Lesson Presentation, asking children to work out from the clues which object is being described. Can they identify them all?

	Challenge: Can children act out what they would say and do if they were a tour guide showing visitors around a synagogue? Children could prepare their dramas and present to the class, with other children acting as the visitors being shown around.
	

	3
	LO: To discuss key parts of a Hindu mandir.
Display pictures on powerpoint and use the question prompts on the slides to engage children in discussion about what each picture shows about Hinduism. Recap the key beliefs of Hinduism.

Ask children to share ideas about what they think might be inside a Hindu temple. Remind children to refer to the facts they have learnt about Hinduism previously. Invite them to share their ideas and discuss these briefly as a class

Explain what you might see inside a Hindu mandir. Pictures on lesson powerpoint. Discuss how Hindu mandirs can look different and be designed differently. Link the aspects of a Hindu mandir to the key Hindu beliefs discussed earlier in the lesson. 

Display the examples of Hindu art on the Lesson Powerpoint. Briefly discuss each, relating them to key Hindu beliefs. Draw attention to the bright colours used. 

Follow up activity - Using what they have learnt about key Hindu beliefs and Hindu art, children design their own artwork that could be displayed in a Hindu Mandir. Encourage children to use bright colours in their artwork. Plenery - Invite children to lay their artwork on desks around the room. Ask children to walk around the room to look at the artwork, using the question prompts to guide their feedback to their peers. What colours have they used, what shapes have they used? How is it similar to the art you might see in a Mandir? How did it make you feel?

	Christian Church
Ask the children to decide if the statements are true or false regarding Christian beliefs. Discuss each statement using the prompts on the slide to recap key Christian beliefs.

Ask children to discuss with a partner what they think they might see inside a church. Encourage more able children to justify their predictions with the facts that they have learnt at the beginning of the lesson about key Christian beliefs.

Discuss each part of a Christian church and the objects that can be found there. Use the question prompts to engage children in discussion about how these link to, or represent, key Christian beliefs. Explain that the shape of a church building is also important. Use the information on the Lesson Presentation to explain that many churches are shaped like a cross to remind Christians of Jesus.

Follow up - Children use what they have learnt about the parts and objects inside a church to complete a plan of a church building, working on the differentiated ‘Plan of a Church’ Activity Sheet.

Plenary - Using the question prompts on the Lesson powerpoint, briefly discuss things that might happen in a church. You might like to ask children to guess what each picture shows before sharing the information with them.

	LO: To discuss why places of worship are important in religions. Ask children to sort the statements into the table, showing what a place of worship is and what it isn’t .Ask the children if they know of any things that happen at places of worship. Children may draw on their own experiences or recall what they have learnt in previous lessons in the unit. Discuss their ideas briefly. Share the pictures and explanations on the Lesson Powerpoint to explain some of the things that might happen at places of worship. Discuss how some of these events are specific to the faith community there, such as baptisms and Bar and Bat Mitzvahs for example, while other events include other members of the community. Ask if any children have attended events at places of worship in the local area?Share the information on the Lesson Powerpoint to discuss how some religious believers feel when they are in their places of worship. Then, use the question prompts on the slide to discuss why places of worship are important to the people who use them. Discuss how they are used to help people learn more and grow in their faith, to help mark special events in their lives and to help people in the local community.Follow up :Children create a poem using the Places of Worship Poem-Building Word Cards. Plenary – How do places of worship make people feel? Do places of worship make a religious believer feel a certain way? Is this the same/different to how they might make people who are not in the religion feel?

	LO: To use and apply the key parts of a place of worship to a new design.

Play true and False game to remind children about key parts of Hindu Mandir, Christian church and Jewish Synagogue. Ask children to think of a fantastic fact about places of worship, using all they have learnt in the unit so far. Children can share these with a partner before then sharing with the rest of the class. Discuss the children’s facts . Discuss the key elements of a place of worship. Remind children that every place of worship is different, but they often have similar features or purposes. Discuss the idea of respect for and within a place of worship and the emotions associated with places of worship as discussed in previous lessons.
Follow up - In mixed ability pairs, children will design a new place of worship. Children can be assigned a specific religion or you may choose to allow children to design a non-specific place of worship or choose their own. Encourage children to discuss their ideas with their partner first, before recording their ideas on the A New Place of Worship Activity Sheet, using the criteria on the Lesson Presentation to guide their designs. Can children design a building and justify their design choices?
Plenary -  Invite pairs to take it in turns to share their place of worship design with the rest of the class. Use the question prompts to encourage children to give constructive feedback to groups, commenting on the way key features of a place of worship have been used in the design.
Assessment – What makes some places sacred? Child friendly question: What makes a good place of worship? Photos to prompt memory of what has been taught. Children to write/verbally give their answers.
