	To recall the Christian Creation Story (Christianity)

Prior learning - children recap different religions have different beliefs.

Children to walk around the tables looking at the Creation Pictures. Encourage children to discuss what the pictures show and see if they can make some simple predictions about the Christian Creation story.

What is the Creation Story? Explain the Creation Story is how Christians believe the world was created.

Discuss how other religions believe the world was created differently and that there are other faith stories, as well as scientific theories which explain how the world was created. Also explain some people don’t believe in religion or have any religious beliefs. Emphasise that it is important for us to listen to, and respect each other’s beliefs, even if they are not the same as our own.

The Creation Story: Read through the story on the Lesson Presentation.

Creation Story Books: Children complete the differentiated Christian Creation Story Activity Sheets. Are children able to tell you three things God created? Can they tell you what God did on the seventh day?

Independent - Children write and draw pictures to create their own book.

Children complete their own book, using the picture prompts and the Christian Creation Story Word Mat.

Blue group - Children fill in the gaps to match the pictures using the

picture prompts and the Christian Creation Story Word Mat.

	2
	To explain why the Creation Story can be important to some Christians. (Christianity)
Prior learning – What do you remember about the Christian Creation Story?
The Creation Story: Recap the Christian Creation story, reading it through if necessary. What did God create? Can you remember the order he created things in?

What does the Creation story tell us? Encourage children to think of the messages in the story. What do they think it tells us?

Why is the Creation story important to Christians? Explain the story is important to Christians because it tells them that God created Earth and the first animals and people in it. It also tells them that on the

seventh day, God rested. Christians believe it is important to take time to rest and reflect. Sunday is seen by Christians as a day of rest and they often go to Church. Church services are held throughout the week, but are especially popular on Sundays. Can children tell you two reasons why the Creation story is important to Christians? Are they able to explain what is special about Sundays?

Independent - Children answer questions about the Creation story.

Children explain why the Creation story is important and what many Christians do on a Sunday.

B group - Children draw and write about what many Christians do on a Sunday.
Rest and Reflection: Encourage children to think about what they think, feel, or do when they want to have a rest or a think. What does that look like for them? Are they alone or with others? Encourage them to respond on a piece of paper. They might colour, draw a picture, or write some words. Allow them to be let their imagination take over. You might want to play some relaxing music or refer to the relaxing photos on the Lesson Presentation for some ideas. Then share ideas, reinforce that there is no right answer as everyone is different.

	To explain why harvest can be important to some Christians (Christianity)

Prior Learning: children to recap and have some understanding of harvest.
Harvesting Food: With a partner, children see how many of the fruits and vegetables they can name.

Encourage them to think about how they grow and how they are harvested.

What Is Harvesting? Use the information on the Lesson Presentation to explain what harvesting and harvest time means.
Why is Harvest Celebrated? Remind children that Christians believe that God created the world and everything in it. Explain that harvest is a time for them to celebrate and thank God for all the food and for everything which helped the food to grow. Are children able to explain what is celebrated at harvest time?

Harvest Festivals: Read through the information and discuss what happens during a harvest festival.

Encourage children to share any of their own experiences of harvest festivals and relate to anything similar which you may do in your setting. Can children tell you how harvest is celebrated by Christians?

Independent  - Harvest: Children complete the Differentiated Harvest Activity Sheets. Are children able to explain what is celebrated at harvest time?

Independent - Children to write their own fact files about some harvest produce. OR - Children to create a concept map to show what they have learned about harvest.

B  group - Children to match the words and pictures to the sentences.

	4
	To explain why Sukkot can be important to some Jews (Judaism)

Prior learning  - what can you remember about Judaism? What special celebrations can you remember and their significance.

What is Sukkot and why is it important to Jews? Use the Lesson Presentation to explain what Sukkot is.

Are children able to tell you what Jews remember during Sukkot?
What is a Sukkah? Explain that a sukkah was the temporary home of Jews during their time in the desert. A sukkah has three walls and a roof (which must be made from something from the ground).

Jews trust that God will protect them whilst they are in the sukkah, so don’t make the roof fully protective.
How is Sukkot celebrated? Read through the information and discuss how Sukkot is celebrated.

Encourage children to share any experiences of Sukkot they may have. Explain a Synagogue is the Jewish place of worship and that the Four Species represent the oneness of Israel and the harvest. Can children

tell you how Sukkot is celebrated? Make the link with Christianity; discuss how both Christianity and Judaism celebrate the harvest.
Independent - Making a Sukkah: Children work as a group to design and make their own sukkah using the Making a Sukkah Activity Sheets.

Children work in mixed ability groups to design and make their own small sukkah. Encourage them to work together and make sure everyone has a role within the group (provide some materials and then

allow children some time outside to gather some natural materials for the roof). Take a photo of each group with their sukkah. Can children tell you how Sukkot is celebrated?

	To explain the message in the story ‘The Boy Who Threw Stones at Trees’.(Islam)
Prior Learning: what do children remember about Islam and stories from the Quran?

The Boy Who Threw Stones at Trees: Explain that prophet Muhammad is very important in Islam as he was the last prophet to be sent by Allah. Although he was the last prophet, he is often considered to be the founder of Islam. Encourage children to think about what the message in the story might be as you read, The Boy who Threw Stones at Trees on the Lesson Presentation.

Looking After Nature: Explain Muslims believe that Allah made the world and so believe that it is their responsibility to look after it. Go on to discuss how we can look after trees and record children’s ideas. Can children tell you why it’s important to look after trees?

How Can The Story Help Us? Encourage children to think about why it is important for people to look after and protect nature. Emphasise that nature doesn’t just include trees, but also animals, plants and the landscape. What would happen if humans didn’t protect nature? Discuss different ways children can protect nature in their day to day lives. Are children able to tell you how the story could help them in their own lives?

Independent – PG - Children write an explanation about why it is important to look after trees.OR Children answer simple questions about the story and its message.
B  group - Children record different things people can do look after trees.
